We are thankful 
to the foster parents who encourage the 
children to participate in these camps and are 
also grateful to the biological parents who 
brought these children into the world. 

A "disaster prevention quiz and stamp rally" was run at the Tosabori

students in order to deepen their understanding of disaster prepared-
ness.  Through a series of fun activities, the initiative aims to teach 
children what to do in the event of a disaster.
